
Claims Made Policy

1 Definition

A policy that specifically requires you to make the Insurer aware of any claim or any
circumstance that could give rise to a claim during the period of Insurance. Failure to notify
within the policy period may result in the claim being declined by the Insurer, even if it is an
insurable event.
