1 Definition

A Complaint about a potential breach of the University Research Code of Conduct and the
Australian Code for the Responsible Conduct of Research occurs when a concern is raised or
identified that one or more Researchers have conducted research that is not in accordance with
the principles and responsibilities outlined in those documents.

All Research Conduct Complaints will be dealt with in accordance with the University's
Managing and Investigating Potential Breaches of the Research Code of Conduct Procedure.
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Complying with the law and observing Policy and Procedure is a condition of working and/or studying at the University. A hard copy of this
electronic document is uncontrolled and may not be current as the University regularly reviews and updates its Policies and Policy Instruments.
